The schools will fly a United States flag and a flag of the state of South Carolina on the grounds
of each public school every day that school is in session.

The schools will display a South Carolina flag and a flag of the United States inside every public
school building.

Motto Displays

The schools will display the following mottos in a prominent place in every public school in the
district:

e The official motto of the United States, “In God We Trust.”

e The official motto of South Carolina, “Dum Spiro Spero”, and its translation “While I
breathe, I hope.”

e The other South Carolina motto “Animis Opibusque Parati”, and its translation “Prepared
in Mind and Resources.”
